Dear Friends in Christ, 

 

On the 150th Anniversary of the death of the Cure of Ars, 

Saint John Marie Vianney, patron of priests, the Holy Father 

stated,   “Priests ought  never  to  be  resigned  to empty 

confessionals or the apparent indifference of the faithful to 

this sacrament. In France, at the time of the Cure of Ars, 

confession was no more easy or frequent than in our own 

day, since the upheaval caused by the revolution had long 

inhibited  the practice of religion.”  We certainly live in 

similar times with the confusion in our own society.  We 

certainly do not live in a greater age of sanctity,  yet  we 

neglect the great sacrament that frees us from the guilt and 

bondage of our sins.  We may say, “I can confess my sins to 

God directly, why speak to a priest?”  Or we might believe, 

“What  do  I  do wrong?  I am  basically a  good  person....I 

didn‟t murder anyone!”  These thoughts are neither Catholic 

nor humble.  The Church offers in the Catechism of the 

Catholic Church: 

 

"Individual, integral confession and absolution remain the 

only ordinary way for the faithful to reconcile themselves 

with  God  and  the  Church,  unless  physical  or  moral 

impossibility excuses from this kind of confession." There 

are profound reasons for this. Christ is at work in each of the 

sacraments. He personally addresses every sinner: „My son, 

your sins are forgiven.‟ He is the physician tending each one 

of the sick who need him to cure them. He raises them up 

and reintegrates them into fraternal communion. Personal 

confession is thus the form most expressive of reconciliation 

with God and with the Church” (1484). Also, “Confession 

to a priest is an essential part of the sacrament of Penance: 

„All   mortal   sins  of  which  penitents  after  a  diligent  

self-examination are conscious must be recounted by them 

in confession, even if they are most secret and have been 

committed against the last two precepts of the Decalogue; 

for these sins sometimes wound the soul more grievously 

and are more dangerous than those which are committed 

openly.‟ When Christ's faithful strive to confess all the sins 

that they can remember, they undoubtedly place all of them 

before the divine mercy for pardon. But those who fail to do 

so and knowingly withhold some, place nothing before the 

divine goodness for remission through the mediation of the 

priest, „for if the sick person is too ashamed to show his 

wound to the doctor, the medicine cannot heal what it does 

not know‟”(1456). How blessed we are to be Catholic and to 

not simply hope we are  forgiven,  but  to  know  we  are 

forgiven  when  we confess our sins in the Sacrament of 

Penance for Jesus said, “Whose sins you shall forgive, they 

are forgiven them; and whose sins you shall retain, they are 

retained.”  We should not receive Holy Communion in a 

state of mortal sin and therefore, we need to confess our sins 

prior to reception if we have seriously sinned.  It is good to 

go to the Sacrament of Penance to eradicate venial sins and 

to  root  out bad habits through humble contrition and in 

receiving God‟s grace.  This is a beautiful time to rediscover 

God‟s font of  mercy!
